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Yes, we are still in Lent – and yes, this month also includes Easter.  Both/and.  While we are in Lent, 

consider the following: 
 

 1. Is there a habit or sin in my life that repeatedly gets in the way of loving God with my whole heart 

or loving my neighbor as myself? How do I address that habit over the remaining days of Lent? 
 

  2. Is there anyone in my life from whom I need to ask forgiveness or pursue reconciliation?  
 

3. How will I be different when I wake up on Resurrection Sunday morning?  
 

Life is often “both/and” although we often tend to look at life as “either/or” because it can be easier to 

simply make a decision and not consider other options.  The next time you face a decision where you think I 

must choose “a” or “b,” see if you can reframe the situation into one where you can view it as a “both/and” 

decision.  What might that approach mean as you make a decision about how to move forward?  
 

How might a “both/and” mindset enhance your relationships with others?  How might a “both/and” 

approach help with being judgmental, a failing for many of us and one which can destroy rather than 

enhance an ability to love our neighbor? 
 

Yes, sometimes we truly do face an “either/or” decision.   We need to decide if we believe in Jesus Christ 

and that he rose from the dead and offers us the way to eternal life.  We need to decide if we will give our 

baggage, as Rev. Gary Lewis so aptly reminded us on Ash Wednesday, to Jesus and not seek to reclaim it. 

We need to decide if anything will be different when we wake up the morning of Resurrection Sunday.  I 

pray that, through prayer and contemplation, you will find that there is something different in you when 

you wake up the morning of Easter Sunday and for the first time in forty days sing out “Alleluia, Alleluia. 

Christ is risen indeed.”
