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The Letter of Agreement between St. John’s and Rev. Jan provides for a sabbatical of up to three paid months [12
weeks] after five years of continuous service with St. John’s. The calculation of 5 years includes the period of
time as Priest-in-Charge and as Rector (LOA paragraph 3). Rev. Jan completed 5 years of continuous service with
St. John’s in November 2017. The Sabbatical is to be taken in consultation with the Vestry. The Sabbatical is
separate from, and in addition to, her regular vacation, time for continuing education and paid holidays as set
forth in the LOA.

According to the Diocese: “The term sabbatical is derived from the Hebrew word translated into English as
Sabbath. Therefore, a sabbatical leave should be an extended Sabbath in which the grace afforded by Sabbath rest
can be available to those who work for others.

Purpose: The purpose of the sabbatical shall be to refrain, rest, remember, reflect, rejoice and return.

1 Refrain from what one normally does on the job.

1 Restby sleeping late, napping, reading, or whatever seems desirable.

1 Rememberthe basics of life, one's self, one's relationships, in terms of their Biblical, theological
and spiritual implications.

1 Reflecton one's worth, not only to the workplace, but also to the world in general, one's ministry
and vocation.

1 Rejoiceas one contemplates the grace of God's creation and being a part of the loveliness that
surrounds us all.

1 Return to one's environment as a refreshed and reinvigorated person who has cast off
superfluous things that can tend to attach themselves to us without our knowledge.”

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Dear Saint John’s Family,

At the end of my second year at Berkeley Divinity School, | wanted to pause and give you an update of my
education and formation, as well as let you know of some exciting things ahead as | enter my last year of
seminary and near the final stages of the ordination process.

It is hard to believe that I’ve been at Berkeley/Yale for two years already! I continue to enjoy my coursework in
biblical studies and theology, and this spring | took an exciting course on contemporary American Judaism taught
by a Rabbi and former Jewish chaplain at Yale. This year | experienced a great deal practical formation as one of
two seminarians at Saint Paul’s on the Green Church in Norwalk, Connecticut. I made my way down the 1-95
corridor several times a week to regularly preach, serve in worship, lead adult formation classes, work with
children and young adults, and even sing occasionally with the parish’s semi-professional choir! A highlight of
the experience was twice-monthly visits to a local nursing home to bring companionship, word, and sacrament to
the residents. | often left with my own faith strengthened by those who lived there.

Seminary can be a challenging experience—emotionally, physically, and spiritually. |1 am so grateful to be
formed alongside a wonderful cohort of fellow students and mentors, both lay and ordained, who walk together
on this journey. This winter was especially difficult for me following the death of my grandfather in January, and
there were more than a few times this semester when | questioned what | was doing here and why it was worth it.
Berkeley has taught me much about the power of Christian community, and | feel so privileged to be in a place
where love and care are extended on a daily basis. | want to thank you, as well, for all of your support that
enables me to be here, most especially your prayers. | could not do this without them.

There are many exciting things on the horizon about which I’m pleased to inform you:

From May 27-31, | will be in Richmond, Virginia, participating in the Preaching Excellence Program, a week-
long program for seminarians from around the Episcopal Church sponsored by the Episcopal Preaching
Foundation. We will be joined by clergy and homiletics professors, and this year’s keynote speaker is former
Presiding Bishop Katharine Jefferts Schori.

For the months of June and July, | will serve as seminarian at Trinity Church, Indianapolis, up on the north side at
Meridian and 33rd. | am looking forward to getting to know the people and clergy of Trinity, and to participate in
their exciting ministries. Of particular note is Trinity Haven, which will be Indianapolis’ first homeless shelter for
LGBTQ youth and is a partnership between the parish and several other organizations. Trinity Haven is set to
open its doors later this summer.

In late August, I will travel to Cambridge, England, to study for the fall term at Westcott House, a seminary of
the Church of England. Berkeley and Westcott have a long-standing exchange program for seminarians, and | am
thrilled to spend the first half of my last year studying in a different part of the Anglican Communion. | will
return to Berkeley and Yale for the spring semester.

I want to thank you for all of the many ways you have supported me over the years and continue to do so. | am
grateful that Saint John’s assists me financially with the costs of seminary, and that every time I am home you
have eager questions and expressions of support. Most of all, | am grateful for your prayers. All of our
vocations—to ordained ministry or to anything else—arise out of the Body of Christ, gathered together in prayer,
fellowship, and the breaking of bread. | would not be pursuing this call were it not for the community of prayer at
Saint John’s, and for your commitment to being “a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s own people,” as St.
Peter says, right in Crawfordsville, Indiana. Know that you remain in my prayers.
